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Gaelic Athletic Association Cumann Luthchleas Gagl

A special two-part article by Tom Quinn (“The Dancer”)

For this year's Celtic Festival on May"1énd 17, my old friend Colm Matthews is organizing Gaelic fooitba
and hurling competitions. The competing teams will be foutof state and if you're into sport, this is a real
man’s game: no padding like your American football, justebormunching tackles. (Hurling is acknowledged {is
one of the world’s fastest games.) Who and whathe&tA.A.? | hear you ask. Well, read on.

In October 1884, two prominent nationalist weekligsited Irelandandlrishman carried identical
anonymous articles by Michael Cusack, summarizing the foaisa body like the GAA. On Saturday,
November 1, 1884, a small group of men, met in the billiagdyr of Miss Hayes’s Commercial Hotel in
Thurles, and there founded the Gaelic Athletic AssamiatGAA) for [®
the Preservation and Cultivation of National Pastiriég seven -
founding members were Michael Cusack, Maurice Davin (who
presided) John Wyse Power, John McKay, J. K. Brackesgplo
O’Ryan and Thomas St. George McCarthy.

Apart from Cusack’s contribution, the proceedings iydé$a
Hotel were brief. Davin took the chair, and in a brygfech called for
a body to draft rules to help revise Irish games amapém athletics to
the man in the street. Cusack’s long speech criticizechational press
for boycotting Irish sports. The meeting adjourned atgeeing to
ask Archbishop Croke, Charles Stewart Parnell, and Midbaeit to
become patrons, with instructions to the new officerdraft rules.

Support was forthcoming and messages were received on
behalf of Irish in America, and Australia. Rules football and
hurling were drawn up at the third meeting of the GAA inudayn .

1885 and were published in tbaited Irishmannewspaper. The GAA},
had an immediate rival: In February 1885, a group of Dublinebase
clubs formed the Irish Amateur Athletic AssociationA®) and
relations between the two organizations deterioratedlyapn March,
athletes were banned from participating in sports organizéeby

rival body and the GAA also banned non-Gaelic plajrems

competing in their events.

In 1886 the GAA introduced County Committees, which
became the units of representation for the new Alah@ championship. The first All-Ireland Championship§
in hurling and football were organized on a county basi888v and twelve of the 32 counties entered, althojigh
only five competed in hurling and eight in football. In 1887mhers of the radical secret society, the Irish
Republican Brotherhood (IRB), took control of the Asatien, prompting the resignation of Maurice Davi n fis
president; a “reconstruction” convention of January 188®ed Davin to the presidency. For political
reasons, the Royal Irish Constabulary (RIC) had Ine@mtoring GAA activities since its foundation and
members of the RIC were banned from GAA sports.

Dublin was scheduled to play Tipperary on Novembél 2220. On the night before the match, the
leader of the Irish revolutionary forces, Michael Ii©sl had ordered the assassination of the “Cairo Gahg,”
British intelligence officers sent to infiltrate hisganization under the guise of commercial travelers. iesp
the unease in the city on the morning of Novembé&r &me 10,000 spectators went to Croke Park for the

match. The ball was thrown in by referee Mick SammomfKildare at 2.45 PM. Shortly afterwards, an
airplane flew over and a red flare was shot from trekgib. Black and Tans then raided the ground and an
officer on top of the wall fired a revolver shot. Tér@wd thought at first they were firing blanks but then
machine gunfire was heard in increasing volume. The croavdpstded towards the Railway wall, furthest frg
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the gunfire. Two of the players, Michael Hogan and Jim Efgaled to make it off the pitch. A young Wexfor(
man who attempted to whisper an act of contrition iheodying Hogan'’s ear was also shot dead.

The authorities released the following statement toévespapers: “A number of men came to Dubli
on Saturday under the guise of asking to attend a footbalhrbatween Tipperary and Dublin. But their real
intention was to take part in the series of murderotreges which took place in Dublin that morning.
Learning on Saturday that a number of these gunmen wesenpria Croke Park, the crown forces went to rgd
the field. It was the original intention that an offt would go to the centre of the field and speaking from a
megaphone, invite the assassins to come forward. Bimearaipproach, armed pickets gave warning. Shots
were fired to warn the wanted men, who caused a stangpeldescaped in the confusion.”

GAA activity in Munster
and Connacht came to a virtual
halt as a result of the civil war.
When a truce was declared in
1923, the GAA helped to bridge
the divide. In Kerry in 1924, a
match was organized to assist in
the selection of the county team
between pro-treaty players and
anti-treaty players. John Joe
Sheehy, an anti-treaty Republical,
and Con Brosnan, a army captai
in the pro-treaty forces, came
together to represent the count
football team. Kerry’'s united tea
competed in the All-Ireland
football final in 1924,

The site upon which Croke Park now stands was origioallyed by Maurice Butterly in the 1870s angj
was known as the “City and Suburban Racecourse.” The B&Ame one of the grounds’ most frequent usqrs
and in 1908 Frank Dineen purchased the 14-acre site for thedmmadum of £3,250. The GAA subsequentl
purchased the site from Frank Dineen in 1913 for £3,500 and iratedienamed the ground Croke Park in
honour of the association’s first patron, Archbishop Crak€ashel.

Over the next 40 years, Croke Park was developed aneefeded in an ad hoc manner as finances
allowed. The Railway End (also known as Hill 16) wasstautted from the rubble left in Sackville Street (nd
O’Connell Street) after the 1916 rising. The first Hogamdt(named after Tipperary footballer Michael
Hogan) was built in 1924 and followed by the constructiothefCusack stand (named after one of the origigal
founders of the GAA, Michael Cusack) in 1937. The Camal terrace was constructed in 1949 and was
subsequently followed by the construction of the Nallpdt@amed after Pat Nally) in 1952.

Since these initial buildings, reconstruction and rettgament of various sections of the ground have
taken place. When the new Croke Park opened its gaties public for the Leinster Football Championship
game between Dublin and Meath on Jun&, 2802, the new stadium was the culmination of over 1Ey@a
planning and development by Cumann Luthchleas Gael, withitiheate ambition of turning the Jones Road
venue into one of the most modern and spectator-fyestdtiums in Europe.

The Leinster Council’s decision to grant a loan fer parchase of a ground in Drogheda set a
precedent, which other Provincial Councils followed. Gaglounds, owned and controlled by the GAA, welp
provided throughout the country. This policy, supported by griaam GAA central and provincial boards, hgs
enabled many stadiums in Ireland and beyond (such ax®aek, used by the New York GAA) to own their
own premises on which to play their home games, withingugapacities and utilities.

Croke Park is the GAA's flagship venue, known colloquiayCroker or Headquarters, because the
venue doubles as the GAA’s base. With a capacity of 82,5@hks among the top five stadiums in Europe py

9
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capacity, having undergone extensive renovations for nfilise d990s and early 2tentury. Every
September, Croke Park hosts the All-Ireland Hurling aratiéadl Finals, as the conclusion to the summer
championships.

There are also some GAA competitions, grounds and oltoed after Irish nationalists and Irish
republicans. For example, Casement Park in Belfagtnsed after Sir Roger Casement, a member of the Irijih
Republican Brotherhood.
