This month’s featured recipe: CORNED BEEF AND CABBAGE!

HISTORY: Ireland, until recently, was the leading bexborter in
Europe. Cattlemen would raise some anima Is for sellidgsame
for dairy needs. Beef that was consumed in the hame @rimarily
from dairy cows past the age of breeding. This meat evaghtand
needed to be tenderized. Saltpeter brine with peppercansised
to do this job. Hence the use of the term “corned beed’the
reason for its unique flavor.

COOKING: In her cookbooks, Biddy White Lennon has some
instructions that | have incorporated into my recip&illigive her
credit for those suggestions.

INGREDIENTS: 3 Ibs corned beef
1 Ib peeled mini-carrots
1 large potato, washed and cubed
1 onion, about the size of your fist, chopped
1 head of cabbage, cored and sliced into 1-inch wedges
1 bottle (12 oz.) of Guinness
1 bottle (12 oz.) of Harp Lager
1 gallon apple cider (“unsweetened, unfiltered, esqvatives”-Biddy)

INSTRUCTIONS: Soak the corned beef in several chanfesiter for 24 hours before cooking to remove a
of the saltpeter brine. (Biddy)

Place the slowest-cooking ingredients in a 2-gallonrgefastockpot first. So, in order, corned beef,
carrots, onion, potato, and cabbage.

Pour in the Guinness and the Harp. Next, fill the ptt apple cider (Biddy) to just cover the cabbags

on top. Bring the pot to boil on top of the stove and p&acever on it. Then, transfer it to the oven, heébe
300 degrees (Biddy).

Cooking time is 40 to 60 minutes per
pound of corned beef (Biddy). | suggest the 60
minutes. Check the fluid level each hour. Add
more cider or water (if you run out of cider), to
keep the cabbage covered.

When done, transfer the veggies to a la
baking dish, pour some of the cooking juices in
the dish to cover the veggies and return to the

15 to 20 minutes (or longer) before cutting. Pla
the slices of corned beef across the top of the
veggies.

Keep warm if serving right away, or let
cool, cover with foil and refrigerate if serving

30 Irish VC
recipients received awards in the Crimean war, 52 W{Sh in the Indian Mutiny, 46 in
numerous other British Empire campaigns between 1857 - 1914 t8& First World War anc
eight Irishmen received VC awards for valour in the Séddorld War. It was awarded to
members of the British Armed Forces, which includedlsisrvice personnel until 1922.

Major General Sir Luke O’Connor was born in Hillstre@bunty Roscommon, in 1832. |
O’Connor joined the army in 1847 and his uncle, himself aare¥ surgeon, helped enlls
him in the Royal Welsh Fusiliers. From the beginningwhas recognised as a good soldi¢
and prior to the Crimean War, he had reached the ra@blour Sergeant (1850).

On September 24 1845, ten days after his arrival with his regiment é@@nimean
at the battle of Alma, a young Lieutenant Anstruthémfertally wounded while carrying
the regimental colours. Sgt. O’Connor, although woundetarchest himself, grabbed thi
colours, raced to the head of the regiment and plantembthers on the redoubt before the
enemy, who were near at hand, could realise theioperposition.

James William Adams (24 November 1839 — 24 October 1903) wasbOork and was the first clergyman
be awarded the VC and one of only five civilians.
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Reverend James William Adams was 40 years old, andpdagh@n the Bengal
Ecclesiastical Department (serving as chaplain td&#dimil Field Force), British Indian
Army during the Second Afghan War, when on 11 December 18¢8rhed out the
actions for which he was awarded the VC. During the acticilla Kazi, on the 11
December, 1879, some men of tifel@ncers having fallen, with their horses, into a
wide and deep "nullah” or ditch, and the enemy being close tingon, the Reverend
Adams rushed into the water (which filled the ditch) gded the horses from off the
men, and extricated them, he being at the time undeawyHire, and up to his waist in
water.

For the above actions Adams received his VC medal @owen Victoria at Buckingham Palace on 1
December 1881.

The Bookshelf

Cross by Ken Bruen

Ken Bruen’s crime novel, featuring ex-garda Jack Taydoa, dark tale of violent death and
rampant evil. And if one is unfamiliar with earlier nésséeaturing Taylor the character is a
little difficult to nail down. As the narrative unfoldsowever, the reader might well feel that
getting to know Taylor too well is not a particularly g move, for the inner world he
inhabits is even more negative than his physical existern@alway.
Haunted by responsibility for the death of his beshitie child, and the ultimately
fatal shooting of the youth he looks on as a son, Taygends the entire time just a drop away from returninjj to
his days of alcoholism. His stoic rejection of temiptabecomes one of the defining threads of the stoti, wi
the reader almost verbally encouraging him not to subcttis expulsion from the Garda Siochana, his
alcoholism, and his brushes with death all contriboit@nt air of darkness and despair which permeatess
and the author draws the maximum effect from eacHdkylichosen word in conveying this air of menace.
Violent death isn’t associated solely with Taylorwewer, for in the aptly subtitled “Deliver Us from
Evil” we encounter the crucifixion of a boy in theygithe burning in her car of the boy’s sister, and alfaof
three consumed by the need to revenge a death. Not biing&the crime genre in fiction, | was prepared t
read Ken Bruen’s novel as a task, but willingly admit thathe time | had reached the halfway mark | had
begun to identify with the troubled Jack Taylor and readitimincreasing interest.

The Site

Kilkenny Castle has been an important site since Strongbow constrtieddst
castle, probably a wooden structure, in th8 d@ntury on the high ground beside the
River Nore. This strategic site was where the logaj¥ the O’Carrolls (840 AD),
O’Dunphys and Fitzpatricks, had their castle(s) beford\imnan invasion. The

Anglo-Normans had established a castle in 1173, possiblyeasitehof an earlier
residence of the Mac Gilla Patraic kings of Ossory.
Kilkenny formed part of the lordship of Leinster, which wgaanted to Richard
Fitz Gilbert de Clare, better known as Strongbow. $fipow’s daughter and heiress
married William Marshall in 1189. The Earl Marshall ownadye estates in Ireland, England, Wales and
France and managed them effectively. He appointed @gdf¥itz Robert as seneschal of Leinster and so bgpan
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a major phase of development in Kilkenny, including thesttoction of Kilkenny Castle and the agreement g|f
rents and privileges with burgesses or citizens of tineugyh.

The first stone castle on the site was completd®i8. This was a square-shaped castle with towergjat
each corner; three of these original four towers sarto this day. The castle was owned by the seneschal ¢
Kilkenny, Sir Gilbert De Bohun, who inherited the countyKdkenny and castle from his mother in 1270. In
1300 he was outlawed by Edward I, but was reinstated in 1303=&hthk castle until his death in 1381. It wjis
not granted to his heir Joan, but seized by the crownaddcsthe Butler family.

James Butler,"3Earl of Ormonde, bought the castle in 1391 and establiiheself as ruler of the area
The Butlers were a remarkable family, resilient, prdilly astute and faithful to the crown and to Ireland.s€h
loyalties determined their fortunes and career. The Biataily arrived in Ireland with the Norman invasion,
and originally settled in Gowran. (They changed theirenéom FitzWalter in 1185 to Butler.) The Butlers o
Ormonde became a very powerful and wealthy family, inoé&arls, Marquesses and Dukes of Ormonde.
The Butler dynasty ruled the surrounding area for fiveuges.

In the 17" century, the castle came into the hands of ElizaBeghton, wife of the Lord Lieutenant of
Ireland, another James Butler, alsd' Earl and I Duke of Ormonde. Butler, unlike most of his family, was
Protestant and throughout the Irish Confederate Watedi@40s was the representative of Charles | in
Ireland. However, his castle became the capital@ditholic rebel movement, Confederate Ireland, whose
parliament (or "Supreme Council") met in Kilkenny Casttenf 1642-48. (Ormonde himself was based in
Dublin at this time.)

By the 18 century, the castle had become run down, reflectinatfieg fortunes of the Butler family.
However, some restoration was carried out by Anne Wémdksf Castlecomer, who brought wealth back injo
the family when she married John Butler" Earl of Ormonde. In the irgzentury, the Butlers attempted to
restore the Castle to its original medieval appearatse rebuilding the north wing and extending the south
curtain wall. More extensions were added in 1854.

The Butler family lived in the castle until 1935, whenytBeld its contents for £6,000, moved to
London, and abandoned it for thirty years. In 1967, ArthureBu® Marquess and 34Earl of Ormonde, sold
the abandoned and deteriorating castle to the CastlerRgsn Committee for £50, with the statement: "The
people of Kilkenny, as well as myself and my family, fegjreat pride in the Castle, and we have not liked tfp
see this deterioration. We determined that it shouldeatllowed to fall into ruins. There are already tomyna
ruins in Ireland.” He also bought the land in fronthef castle from the trustees "in order that it shoelder be
built on and the castle would be seen in all its dygaitd splendour”. Shortly afterward it was handed over th
the State, and the rest of thé"2fntury saw a large amount of restoration and maintentake place, as well
as the castle being opened to visitors.

There are ornamental gardens on the city side ofélsde; and extensive land and gardens to the frgt
are now managed by the Office of Public Works. It ha®ive one of the most visited tourist sites in Ireland
Now a property in State care and part of the NationalGadlery is on display in the Castle. The Butler|&gl

This collection of 21 tracks will appeal to all who hawy &eling for the sea, its people or jufst
good songs and music reflecting the rich cultural heritd@rotland’s fishing, with

recordings from some of Scottish music’s finest artBtmna McMillan, of the Thorburn
fishing family from Fisherrow, set up the “People andi@of the Sea” exhibition to celebrate this heritage
from a Firth of Forth perspective. The exhibitions namf May to December during the Year of Homecomin
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2009 in libraries and other venues from Edinburgh to Eyenmendhbeyond, and this aloum was produced i
association with the exhibition.

Part of Scottish maritime history is recalled in “§dar Cove,” which remembers one of the worst
fishing disasters struck in 1881. The Corries give us oneedbetter-known tracks with Ewan McColl's
“Shoals of Herring.” The heroes of the lifeboats ara@ised by Isla St. Clair on the haunting “Life Boah§.”
Sung without accompaniment, her voice is ideally suitatisobeautifully sentimental song. Three tracks weje

O’Connor (reflecting the Irish fishing connection). Thieuan closes with a rousing rendition of a traditional
hymn, once again reflecting the intertwining of naturgsastrongest with religious belief.
