The CD Review 
 
The Keegan Tunes, by Josephine Keegan 
 
A musical feast for the ears—and the eyes—is what's before us 
now with the release of this historic CD and book. Josephine 
Keegan, fiddler, pianist, and composer, has here released an 
amazing double CD along with a book of transcribed tunes. The 
two CDs feature Josephine Keegan and 38 musicians from 
around her home near the beautiful Ring of Gullion and Sliabh 
Gullion area in South Armagh.  
 Most of the tunes here are composed by Josephine 
Keegan. Her compositions reflect a love of the structure and flow 
of the traditional Irish tunes that she grew up with. But they are 
not another attempt to "build on" the tradition. They are the 
tradition. Other traditional tunes are unique local versions from 
her native South Armagh. By including of a book of 
transcriptions of the tunes on the CDs, Josephine has made this release of even greater interest to musicians and 
collectors.  
 But the book doesn't stop with transcriptions of all the tunes. It also brims with pictures of the places and 
people of her beloved South Armagh. This makes the book a treasure trove of South Armagh music history. 
Among the dozens of wonderful tunes is the remarkable Dúiche mo chroí. As majestic as it is personal, Dúiche 
mo chroí is a slow air on piano that Josephine wrote about her native home of South Armagh. This is one of 
those rare tunes that captures without defect the deepest, most private feelings of the composer, and then reveals 
them to the listener through the universal language of music.  
 If you can't make the trip to the Ring of Gullion in South Armagh anytime soon, this CD and book may 
be your ticket. If you can make the trip, get the CD and book to get a sense of the music, beauty, and history 
that await you.

7th JOHNNY KEENAN BANJO FESTIVAL 
September 25th - 28th, 2008

 September marks the 7th Annual Johnny Keenan Banjo Festival and as in previous years, the lineup 
comprises the very best Irish traditional, American bluegrass, and folk music. 
 Some of the highlights of this year's festival include Altan, Barney McKenna, and a very rare 
appearance by Dolores Keane. Altan play relatively few concerts inside of Ireland, so their appearance presents 
an opportunity for fans at home to see this hard-working band. Dolores Keane has been relatively quiet 
musically of late, so her performance on the Banjo Festival stage will be greatly anticipated. Already, the 
response has been very positive and enquiries for tickets have been substantial.  
 Having Barney McKenna appear at the festival presents a unique opportunity to see The Dubliners' star 
perform in his own right, among his most ardent fans. Barney's repertoire consists of a combination of 
traditional, folk, and Americana. He picks away on his banjo, sings, and tells great stories. Also, this year 
Barney joins the ranks of workshop tutor at the festival and there is no doubt that some of the visiting musicians 
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will wish to attend his class, hoping to get some insight into the long successful career of this master. 
 Workshops at the festival will include Irish tenor banjo, 5-string banjo, mandolin, guitar, bass, 
singer/songwriter, and more. Most of the top performers of the weekend will double as workshop tutors, 
including Gerry O'Connor, John Carty, Peter Rowan, Tony Trischka, Thom Moore, Pete Wernick, etc. etc. 
 

The Song 
Every month I will publish the words of an Irish song and what better way to start than standing to attention to 
The Soldier's Song, the Irish National Anthem. Written in 1907 by Peadar Kearney, an uncle of Brendan Behan, 
it was sung outside the GPO during the Easter Rising in 1916, and later at various camps where republicans 
were interned. Replacing God Save Ireland, Amhrán na bhFiann was officially adopted as the National Anthem 
in 1926. 
 
We'll sing a song, a soldier's song, 
With cheering rousing chorus, 
As round our blazing fires we throng, 
The starry heavens o'er us; 
Impatient for the coming fight, 
And as we wait the morning's light, 
Here in the silence of the night, 
We'll chant a soldier's song.  
 
Chorus:  
Soldiers are we 
Whose lives are pledged to Ireland; 
Some have come 
From a land beyond the wave. 
Sworn to be free, 
No more our ancient sire land 
Shall shelter the despot or the slave. 
Tonight we man the gap of danger 
In Erin's cause, come woe or weal 
'Mid cannons' roar and rifles peal, 
We'll chant a soldier's song.  

In valley green, on towering crag, 
Our fathers fought before us, 
And conquered 'neath the same old flag 
That's proudly floating o'er us. 
We're children of a fighting race, 
That never yet has known disgrace, 
And as we march, the foe to face, 
We'll chant a soldier's song.

Sons of the Gael! Men of the Pale! 
The long watched day is breaking; 
The serried ranks of Inisfail 
Shall set the Tyrant quaking. 
Our camp fires now are burning low; 
See in the east a silv'ry glow, 
Out yonder waits the Saxon foe, 
So chant a soldier's song.

The Ecclesiastical Site 
 
Every month we'll visit a Neolithic remains or an Ecclesiastical site starting in South Armagh with Kilnasaggart 
Pillar Stone. 
 The site of Kilnasaggart, the Church of the Priest, is located in a valley floor which is thought to be part 
of the legendary Gap of the North. It was located on one of Ireland's five great main roads, the Slighe 
Midhluachra, which ran from Tara through the Moyry Pass to Dunseverick in north Antrim. Standing more than 
two metres high, it is believed to be the earliest historically dated inscribed stone in Ireland. This inscription 
translated reads: "This place, bequeathed by Ternoc, son of Ceran the Little, under the patronage of Peter the 
Apostle." Ternoc's death is recorded in the annals as happening circa 714 - 716, so a construction date of around 
700AD seems probable.  
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 According to legend, a crock of gold is buried below the pillar. It 
was overturned by treasure seekers in the 1830s and was reset shortly 
afterwards. The whole area west of Slieve Gullion is known as Gleann-
na-Samhaisce, The Glen of the Heifer. The heifer, who, according to 
legend lived in this glen, gave milk in abundance to all who came, 
always filling the bucket. One day a person, through greed or malice, 
tried to milk the cow into a sieve. The angry cow stamped her foot on 
the ground and then left the valley forever. The shape of a hoof can still 
be seen on a stone beside the pillar stone. 

 
And in conclusion . . .  

What do you think? 
Atlas was the first hold-up man.

Traveling in Ireland

While planning for our recent week of driving around southern and western Ireland, we queried everyone we 
knew about where to eat and what to see. Responses came in the form of "You can't go wrong with the fish and 
chips," "Pub food is plentiful and good," and "The western side of Ireland is especially beautiful." They were 
right on all accounts, but I was looking for something a little more specific.  
 For food, the pub experience was our first choice. It isn't unusual to see families having a hearty meal 
and enjoying their favorite sporting event on TV. It's a friendly, relaxed, homey atmosphere and the food was so 
good and inexpensive, we made it our mission to eat and raise a pint in as many as possible. 
 We were fortunate enough to eat at two pubs in the same day: 1. County Waterford, The Holy Cross Inn 
on N25 heading west out of Waterford City, with thatched roof and timber exterior. Inside you will find a warm 
welcome and excellent food. We both enjoyed a plate piled high with succulent and delicious roast beef and 
chestnut gravy, boiled potatoes and potato croquets, cabbage, and a puree of carrots and parsnips. 

 2. County Cork, Blair's Inn, 5 minutes from Blarney on the R579. 
The guide describes it best: "Pretty as a picture with white-washed wall  
s and an abundance of hanging baskets. Secluded riverside setting in the 
heart of the country." The lamb medallions and the strip steak were 
outstanding, served with mashed potatoes, snow peas, and carrot/parsnip 
puree. The wine list is primarily French, but the beer is definitely Irish.  
 Other notable pubs and restaurants we visited along the way were 
E.J. King's Pub in Clifden on the Connemara peninsula for lamb shanks 
over mashed potatoes, and fish and chips; and The Creamery Bar and 
Restaurant directly across from the Bunratty Folk Park—do yourself a 
favor and skip Durty Nelly's in favor of the food at The Creamery (their 

lamb stew is amazing). We also visited the Guinness Storehouse Restaurant in 
Dublin where you take the tour—what a wonderful surprise! Try the Guinness beer stew or the Tian (mound) of 

Blair's Inn, Co. Cork 
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smoked salmon wrapped around caraway potato salad (the stew recipe is on the Guinness Storehouse website); 
and Cooper's Restaurant and Pub in Dublin on Upper Leeson Street. Excellent steak and fried potatoes in a 
garlic butter sauce and outstanding shrimp pasta with a coconut milk, Thai pepper, garlic and lime sauce.

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Children's Friendship Project for Northern Ireland . . . 
A Year After 

 
It's been a rather strange summer this year, what with no teenagers visiting New Mexico from Northern Ireland. 
But the spirit of CFPNI lives on in the form of the Barrett Award (named for founder Peggy Barrett), which will 
be awarded this year for the last time to a pair of teens who most exemplify the spirit of CFPNI. The award 
primarily recognizes and applauds those teens who bonded fiercely to each other during their US summer of 
2007, and who are still best friends in Northern Ireland today (along with their parents, who also meet 
frequently and communicate readily).  
 Don Baker and I have nominated our teens from last year, Siobhan McElroy and Rachel Smyton. We 
don't know if they will actually win the award (I'll let you all know one way or the other), but I thought you 
might like to read what I wrote in the letter: 
 "It is my distinct pleasure to nominate 
Rachel Smyton and Siobhan McElroy for the 
2007 Barrett Award. One year after completing 
the program, these teens (now best friends) 
certainly typify the spirit of CFPNI.  I firmly 
believe that, had CFPNI not disbanded, they 
would have continued as role models for future 
teen participants. 
 Siobhan and Rachel have kept in contact 
with their host family (myself and Don Baker), 
throughout the past year. We exchange frequent 
emails and send presents for special occasions. At 
the Reunion in October of 2007, we stayed with 
Siobhan's family and had dinner with Rachel's, all 
of which gave us an opportunity to see firsthand 
how their two families were interacting and communicating. The teens report that their folks continue to meet 
and chat, further cementing a strong and vibrant friendship, despite their religious differences. 
 Rachel and Siobhan continue to communicate with each other nearly every day, despite the fact that they 
attend different schools. They send text messages to each other or call each other up to chat. Now that they both 
can drive, they spend lots of time at each other's houses and go to the cinema together at least once a month. 
Siobhan has attended a band practice at Rachel's church and Rachel attended a hurling match and a Gaelic 
football match with Siobhan.  
 I'd like to conclude this nomination letter with a direct quote from Siobhan: "When we met up for 
something to eat last week, we were actually talking about who had still remained friends or at least in contact, 
and to be honest—both of us couldn't name even one of the teens we both knew, which is really sad because 
both of us were unbelievably lucky to be matched together because I don't remember even one argument at all 
in New Mexico, only laughter . . . . From the bottom of my heart though, I'm not that bothered at all if we don't 
get the award because at the end of the day I think we gained the most out of everyone anyway, and the award 
won't change that because I love Rachel to bits anyhow." 
 It was an honor for us to host these lovely young women and we know that they will continue to work 
for peace through interaction in their communities.
