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Touring Turlough O'Carolan Country and
Playing Carolan's Receipbn Hammered

Dulcimer

It is fitting that | pay special tribute to Irish harfsmmposer/poet/singer
Turlough O'Carolan, for he was "instrumental” in legdmne into the
hammered dulcimer world. Many years ago | was given @antain dulcimer
as a gift. Not long after, | providentially found a cagfya dulcimer
recording by Joemy Wilson: "Carolan's Cottage." | popped#ssette into
my player and sat in a trance. | was unaware thet theretwo kinds of
dulcimers, and since there was no photo of the instruarettie cover, | wag
completely taken by surprise with the bell-like qualitytledse magical strings. As | soaked up the rich
melodies, | became enchanted with the O'Carolan tgesing on air, and with the instrument producing sufth
mesmerizing tones. | knew that those sounds couldn't lokiped by the dulcimer in my lap. It had to be
something different! | didn't know what that instrumertKed like, or how to play one—I just knew thdad
to have one! It wasn't long before | had purchased rayHimmmered dulcimer and | began playing my first
O'Carolan tune, "Planxty George Brabazon."
Years later when my husband and I finally journeyed adiwspond for a visit to the Emerald Isle, |
knew that touring Turlough O'Carolan country would be higlthersightseeing
priority list. By that time | had long since taken up biaep as well, and my
connection with Carolan had deepened as a result.
We began our O'Carolan portion of the trip in Countgd®ommon in
the western inlands of the Republic of Ireland. Out fitep was the tiny town
of Keadue Ceideadhin Gaelic, translated 'low lying hill') that, in additibm
winning the National Title in the "Tidiest Town" competn, is also the home
of the annual O'Carolan International Harp FestivatlEAugust musicians
from all over the world descend on this delightful villdggoay homage to
Ireland’s favorite bard with concerts, sessions, wajshrecitals, and the
International O'Carolan Harp Competition. Ten daysdaneted to everything
O'Carolan.
It is in this picturesque village that we found the O'Cardlaritage Park that
was opened in 1993. This pretty little spot in the middldeftbwn has
flagstone paths, fountains, and a bronze replica ajl@as harp as the
historical centerpiece. A small Round House on the groalsdsfeatures the
music of his first compositio8idh Beag, Sidh MoSince this was our first
stop, | immediately jumped out of the rental car andugato that bronze statue to count the strings. Yes, |
thought, it looks like it was 36 strings . . . and notnarge either . . . at least compared to 36 string hafrps
today. | ran my hands over that statue so thrillece&othis replica of the actual instrument he played!
After sitting in the little Round House for a bit angag/ing a quiet moment, it was back in the car to
hunt down our next appointed landmark.
Our journey took us to the nearby village of Ballyfarnorated at the base of the Arigna Mountains.
The Alderford House in Ballyfarnon was built nearly 4@&rs ago and was owned by the McDermott Roe
family. It was on the grounds of the estate that yowndptigh lived as a boy; it is where he was stricken wit
blindness as a youth; it is where he received his fagt lessons due to the kindness of Mrs. McDermott Rgg,
and it is where he eventually died. Carolan composed toaeg honoring members of his first patroness arjp
her family. It is said that at the end of his life,dreived on her doorstep, quite ill, saying, "I have come her
11
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after all I have gone through to die at home at lasgre/| got my first schooling, and my first horse." Hesw
immediately taken in and tenderly cared for during thekwtbat preceded his death. Sensing that he was
nearing the end, he called for his harp and played hiskueiixn Carolan's Farewell to MusidHis former
music pupil Charles O'Conor recorded his passing: "Satutta25" day of March, 1738. Turlough O'Carolalj,
the wise master and chief musician of the whole @l&ihd, died today and was buried in the O'Duignan's
church of Kilronan, in the sixty-eighth year of hggeaMay his soul find mercy, for he was a moral and
religious man." His wake lasted for four days and it veg®rted that harpers and musicians from all over
Ireland assembled, camping out on the grounds surrounding
the mansion. Day and night, O'Carolan tunes wafted out
across the hills and valleys in every direction.

As we drove into Ballyfarnon, we were armed with
a few obscure clues that helped us to locate the Alderfor
House. The crumbling iron gate can be seen from the road
but most would pass by it without noticing it, or knowing
its historical significance. My husband and | parked the car
and climbed over the tiny fence.

We walked some distance wondering if the house
still existed and then suddenly we came upon it. It was
sadly in terrible disrepair. Like the front gate, thading,
too, was crumbling and the land surrounding it was over
run with weeds. Old automobiles, tractors and junk éter

the area and | found myself shocked and disappointed
that a home with so much musical history would ha\e
been left to such a fate. We walked all around it angjas
| looked up to the broken panes of glass, | imaginediia
dying Turlough breathing his last in one of those
rooms.
