Pipe down! Brussels Slaps a Noise Order on Heart &cotland

FromThe Sunday (UK) Time

THEIR high-pitched skirl has put fear into the heartSodtland's enemies and sent sensitive tourists reachjpng
for the cotton wool.

Now, however, the bagpipes are to be quietened by anfextn Brussels. From this month, pipers
must adhere to strict volume limits or risk breakingdpean Union health and safety laws. Bands have beg
ordered to tone down or wear earplugs to limit noise sxpgoto 85 decibels.

Typically, a pipe band played at full volume peaks atd&dbels outdoors, noisier than the sound of
either a nightclub or a chainsaw, which rises to 116 déxib

The prospect of more subdued bagpipes will be welcomednbg, dmut musicians have warned
performances will suffer.

Pipe majors claim it is virtually impossible to play dlyi@r to tune a band when the musicians are
wearing earplugs, raising the prospect of a cacophonyuaicsise events such as the Edinburgh military tattjo.

The rules in effect limit practice without earplugstmut 15 minutes a day.

While piping schools have begun issuing students withrggarotectors, pipe majors are preparing t
make a stand.
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lan Hughes, head of the RAF Leuchars band at an airb&se, claimed the new legislation in effect
outlawed bagpipe playing for the first time in more tB&0 years. The last time was after the Jacobite riging| o
1745 and the defeat of Bonnie Prince Charlie's clansntéie aiattle of Culloden.

"These limits are far too low. If we have to go wtilese regulations, pipe bands won't exist," said
Hughes. "Every pipe band in the world will be aboverttaximum volume level. Bringing in a law making
pipers wear ear protection means the playing of pipesIsxed. Earplugs take away the clarity of the
sound and create a problem if you're trying to tune a bamol agertain standard. You can't play the pipe
quietly; they haven't got a volume switch."

The rules are part of the control of noise at wedwulations, introduced by the Health and Safety
Executive (HSE) following a Brussels directive. Theesutap weekly average noise exposure at 85 decibelj,
meaning periods of loud play need to be cancelled out by perieids. The idea is not to protect audiences §
concerts but performers and other staff. The new @meealso affects rock and classical musicians. Claksic
orchestras are considering whether they may have dogoiét rehearsals for music by composers such as
Wagner or Verdi to offset the loudness of their concerts.

The loudest rock bands have includedWieg who in 1976 reached 126 decibels. They were beate
last year, however, by the Watford punk b&uallows who hit 132.5 decibels.

lan "Lemmy" Kilmister, lead singer &lotorhead the heavy metal band, said he would resist any
attempt to force him to turn down the music. "The esseri rock'n'roll is loud music,"” he said. "How can we
be expected to enjoy ourselves if we've got to turn it down?"

"Audiences will see musicians in orchestras weagenglugs in the future," said Mark Pemberton,
director of the Association of British Orchestras/e'are also looking at other ways of reducing noise such
as putting acoustic screens between musicians."”

An HSE spokesman said: "If an employer discoveraguieyee has been exposed above the exposyre
defined in the regulations they must take action."
