Samhain(pronounced sow-in) is an ancient Celtic holiday, nraykhe end of
autumn, the beginning of winter, and the end of the Cediac. WWhat doeSamhainmean?

To pagansSamhains one of the four Greater Sabbats, or holidays.dbnsidered the most magical night of
the year. This is because the veil between thegiaimd dead is at its most transparent on this specialamght
divination and other magical rights performed are moreepful. Folk traditions tell of several divination
practices associated wiBamhain including those dealing with marriage, weather, and ohargy fortunes for
the year.

Girls were told to place hazel nuts along the frortheffire grate, each one to symbolize one of her
suitors. She could then divine her future husband by clegritinjou love me, pop and fly; if you hate me, bujin
and die." Peeling an apple was a divination to see hogvyour life would be. The longer the unbroken appl
peel, the longer your life was destined to be.

Colcannon: Boiled potatoes, curly kale (a cabbage) andnéms are provided as the traditional Iris
Halloween dinner. Clean coins are wrapped in baking pajgeplaned in the potato for children to find and
keep.

The Barnbrack Cake: The traditional Halloween caKeelland is the barnbrack, which is fruit bread.
Each member of the family gets a slice. Great istasetaken in the outcome as there is a piecegefaraoin,
and a ring in each cake. If you get the rag, then youndia&future is doubtful. If you get the coin, then you
can look forward to a prosperous year. Getting the riagsigre sign of impending romance or continued
happiness.

Anti-Fairy Measures: Fairies and goblins try to colestmany souls as they can at Halloween, but if
they meet a person who throws the dust from under fengtirat the Fairy, then they would be obliged toasde
any souls that they held captive.

Holy water was sometimes anointed on farm animaieép them safe during the night. If the animal
were showing signs of ill health on All Hallows Evleen they would be spat on to try to ward off any evil
spirits.

The Catholic Church adopted the holiday in tHe8ntury by naming Novembef' 1All Saints Day." It
was a holy day of obligation for any Saint who had mecgic day of worship already. Hence "All Hallows
Eve,"which shortened over time to "Hallowe'en."

Halloween was brought to America by none other thigh Immigrants, and the Jack O'Lantern also flas
Irish roots. Well, it seems that Jack, an Irish blackstinom the 18 century, signed some sort of pact with tHg
Devil and therefore was denied entrance to Heaven. Heava®mned to wander the Earth in darkness. Sofhe
carried with him a carved-out turnip lit with a candidight his way. When the Irish brought this tradition t

the States, they found pumpkins much more available thaips$wand therefore the tradition of carving out
Jack O'Lantern was continued.

News and Notes about Ireland

Westport, Co. Mayo won the coveted title for the cousthigliest town, its third success in the last
decade. Environment Minister John Gormley presented thedaat a ceremony at the Burlington Hotel in
Dublin. He said: "Westport has been a consistent perfonmidy Towns for many years, winning the overa
prize twice already, so | am delighted that they hakertahe title in this historic 3banniversary year." The
seaside town was a double winner on the night, having repidieed up the Tidiest Large Town award. Othe
winners were Birdhill, Co. Tipperary, which won the \giiasection; Kenmare, Co. Kerry, the tidiest small
town; and Ennis in Co. Clare, which picked up the top pnizbe large urban centre category. This year's
prize-giving marked the Bbanniversary of the competition, which saw 720 towns andyeifidattle it out for
the title. In its first year, just 52 towns enterkd tompetition. Also at the ceremony, five-time winokthe
Tidy Towns, Glenties in Co. Donegal, was presentell agpecial award marking the town's contribution to
the competition over its 50-year history.

Dublin's oldest public clock—on St Patrick's Cathedral—is gg#iface lift to restore it to tick-tock
order. The timepiece, which has four faces, is almb6tyears old. UK-based experts have been hired to
recondition the clock's delicate inner workings and le-fje face and Roman numerals. The project is paxt pf
€1.2m revamp of the Church of Ireland building's towergciviis due to be completed by the end of next
month. St Patrick's, which is Ireland's largest chudcaws up to 300,000 visitors a year. It can seat more thjan
1,000 people and has been used in the past for the statalurfdormer presidents Douglas Hyde and Erskjpe
Childers. "The clock is the oldest public clock in Dublin, sarmlld have originally dated back to 1560," said
assistant administrator Mark Bowyer. He added: "It hia$ @f character and is fondly regarded by the
congregation and the public in general. But it had becorfieuifto read the time in recent months." Mr.
Bowyer said the clock has undergone restoration wokreeind was completely rebuilt around the 1860s.
"Ongoing restoration work continues on the clock akwahen required. How much of the original clock
remains is not clear," he added. The restoration obtlert currently obscured by builders' scaffolding,
received a €200,000 grant from the Heritage Council.

A new survey has found that Irish teenagers have only ebesig understanding of banking and
financial awareness. Ireland came in at the bottotheofist in the research for the study, which examihed t
level of knowledge 18 and 19 year olds have on money raatteix European countries. It found that only a
fifth of those in Ireland understand the term "disposatdeme," while more than 80 percent don't know wha
APR means. The survey was also carried out in the Blortineland, Denmark, Finland, Norway, and Sweddjp.
"69 per cent of the people we surveyed in Ireland didn't utahet®r they couldn't identify the cheapest loan
offer when we gave them a selection of three diffetgres," a spokesperson for National Irish Bank erplai
"That number was about 47 per cent in Denmark." Over AG8tudents find it difficult to make ends meet
coming up to pay day, despite most of them having a partjgimedccording to a survey, while 68% of
students work part-time, almost half of them have beendoawn on their account at some stage. It shows fha

Ronnie Drew (1934 — 2008)
Ronnie Drew, who passed away peacefully on 16th August, 20e8 #B), was
founding member of he Dublinersthe popular and influential Irish traditional
music groupThe Dublinersachieved fame and notoriety as singers of street
ballads and bawdy songs, and as players of fine insttaiteaditional music.
Their emergence coincided with the British folk revivatiee early 1960s, and
they were one of the first folk bands to break intopgbp charts. In Ireland their
closest rivals were the Clancy Brothers.

Born in DUn Laoghaire, Drew had a distinctive vdicat has been
compared to a stone rubbing under a door. Influenced by Domih&nBée sang
in an uncompromising Dublin accent, and this was centraketgitoup's success
in attracting a strong hometown followinbhe Dublinerspopularity quickly spread beyond Ireland, and the
enjoyed success in North America and continental Eurspeeli as in Australia and New Zealand. They had
their first chart hit in 1967 with "Seven Drunken Nights/hg by Drew, who got the song from the renowne
sean-nosinger, Seosamh O hEanaigh. When it was releasexbibanned by Radio Eireann (although O
hEanaigh's version in Gaelic incurred no sanction)e fitate station Radio Caroline plugged the record
relentlessly, helping to propel it into the Top Ten, g Dubliners were invited to appear on Top of The Pdps.
On the record Drew sang of only five nights, claiming tfewould be jailed were he to sing the song in full
This was all grist to the publicity mill, and paved the vi@ythe Dubliners' second chart hit, "Black Velvet
Band," with Luke Kelly on vocals. On St Patrick's 0868, they launched their first American tour with an
appearance on The Ed Sullivan Show.

The Dubliners went from strength to strength, but inl®®&0s two of the original members, Luke Kell
and Ciaran Bourke, died. The group recovered from the Ipoming forces with the Pogues in 1988 to recorgl a
rousing version of "The Irish Rover," featuring Drew &ithne McGowan on vocals; it became a hit. Drew
had left the Dubliners in 1974 to pursue a solo career, buheetiO years later and finally departed for goo
in 1996. Last year he relead@darls an album withGrand Canal Drew had been suffering from throat
cancer, and earlier this year a group of musiciangjdimad Bono, Christy Moore, Shane MacGowan, and
Sinead O'Connor, released "The Ballad of Ronnie Drewvili &l profits from the single going to the Irish

In the 1970s, a group of locahveérs
undertook a major clean-up of the graveyard and a stanaing 9
was unearthed which bears the inscription "1480 O'Neill 182Q§\"
which is how the O'Neill vault was re-discovered. tba way
down into the vault, they found another stone wittaad
inscribed on it—the Red Hand of Ulster (the symbol ef th
O'Neill's).

Among the many notable names on the headstones libe¢ @f the poet Art McCooey, the best kno
of the five Gaelic Poets from South East Ulster. Whe'd had a few extra drinks, it's reported by the Ipbals
was known to spend the night sleeping in the O'Neill Valitte story goes that he had a dream in the vault,
which led him to write the famous poem "Urchill an Chreagdaften referred to afterwards as "the National
Anthem of South Ulster." In his dream, it is said, res\@pproached by a fairy maiden who asked him to go
away with her to a far-off land.
