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Long forgotten in most American historical accounteséeh“San Patricios”—named for the fanciful shamrocl-
emblazoned St. Patrick’s flag they carried—were redmsax/by historians. Now both Mexico and Ireland
celebrate them as heroes annually and they've been ticipath by novelists, film makers and musicians. THis
year, guitarist Ry Cooder, actor Liam Neeson and therable Irish folk ensemble The Chieftains joined
creative forces to release their alb8an Patricios which memorializes Riley’s soldiers in song.

According to Dr. Carlos Vasquez, director of Historgadl Literary Programs at NHCC, it was the
Cooder/Chieftains’ album and its artful blend of Mexican &isth musical styles which inspired him to join
with the Albuquerque Irish-American Society, the Irisedefom Committee and other community groups to
organize the September”léelebration. Representatives of both Mexican and tasuls will attend the
event, which also will feature musical performancesty Jaraneros Del Valle, Irish-born songwriter Ray
Collins, bagpipers and Mexican and Irish style musiciawisdancers based in Albuquerque.

Day, a public activist for immigrant rights, feels thare parallels in the historical attacks against Irig
immigrants which fed the San Patricios’ discontentanesurgence of bigotry against Mexican and Latin
American immigrants today.

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The Counties of Ireland

In my second article about the counties of Ireland lgaig to write about the County of Clare. It is ofi¢he
most visited counties because many visitors land at Shakinport upon arriving in Ireland. But County Clar
is a lot more than Shannon Airport.
County Clare is located on Ireland’s west coashénRrovince of Munster and is th8 largest county
with a population of over 115,000 people. There are 57 towhswitis boundaries. Some of the most popula
surnames of Clare are O'Brien, MacNamara, O’Gradygat, Dalton and MacMahon.
The very early history of this region is vague, beté¢his
still in evidence, in the area known as the Burreruoial sites
calleddolmens These are usually two vertical stones holding ¢ine
horizontal stone, beneath which ancient inhabitante wer
interred.

Headquarters of the 1916 Rising, Dublin’'s General Post Offitieei most famous building in
Ireland. This book tells the story of the eventsnd around the GPO in Easter Week, using
participant and eyewitness accounts, diaries and newsyquats.

The GPO was taken over by the Irish Volunteers oteEddonday 1916 and held for
nearly a week, when the rebels finally surrendered t€tben forces after heavy gun
bombardment, and the ensuing conflagration reduced iteonaty shell and destroyed much

of the centre of the city. Clair Wills’ fascinatingdk also explores the twists and turns that the rofthe
GPO has undergone in the last century. It has stoo@doifise and treachery, national unity and divisive
violence, for the future and the past.

Proceed past the new local golf coamdethe pony-trekking centre to Glendesha Road ang
from there back onto the Forkhill Road to Mullaghbawn anahd again to Ti Chulainn Centre. It's a scenic,
easy-going eight miles in total around beautiful Southagim If you're ever in the area why not try it?

And Another Site

Dundalk, situated at the northern end of County Louth on Irétaedst
coast midway between Dublin and Belfast and has beemomme for the past
36 years. The town is bordered on the northern sideebZboley Mountains,
on the east by the waters of Dundalk Bay, and on thih sod west by
rolling hills (or drumlins).
The Celts arrived in Ireland around 500 BC, having colomsest of
Europe. The group that settled in North Louth were knosviheConaille
Muirtheimhneand took their name from Conaill Carnagh, legendaryf ctie
the Red Branch Knights of Ulster. Their land now foupper and lower Dundalk. (The poets in Celtic socig
were known as thili and were responsible for mythological tales and legehdsnost famous being the tale}s
of the Red Branch Knights, the “Tain B6 Cuailgne” a@di¢hulainn.”)

Dundalk is situated in one of the most historic and sqaanits of Ireland, Its name comes from the
GaelicDun Dealgan(“The Fort of Dealga”). As Dealga was a local
chieftain of pre-Celtic origin, the fort was locatedCatstletown Mount,
which is closely associated with the famous mythicairier Cu Chulainn.

Cu Chulainn is just one of the famous Irish legendbearents based in the
landscape here, joining Saint Patrick, Fionn MacCumitbél Vikings, the
Normans and Cromwell in leavin g their indelible masksthe local
landscape. One of the lasting features they left behititei Proleek Dolmen
(the cap stone weighs in at 40 tons!!) at Ballymascamonhe northern
side of Dundalk, which still today attracts the intexddboth local people
and visitors every year.

Dundalk had been originally developed as an unw&l&itl Bhaile(meaning “village”; it translates
literally as “street townland”). The streets passed@id gravel ridge which runs from the present day Bridg
Street in the North, through Church Street, to Clanbr@s®et to Earl Street, and finally to Dublin Strdat.
1169, the Normans arrived in Ireland and set about conquergeydeeas. By 1185 a Norman nobleman na
Bertram de Verdun erected a manor house at CastletowntMod subsequently obtained the town’s charte i
1189. Another Norman family, the De Courcys, settleghenSeatown area of Dundalk, the “Nova Villa de
Dundalke.” Both families assisted in the fortificatioithe town, building walls and other structures in tiyées
of a Norman fortress.

The town of Dundalk continued to develop as it lay ctosen easy bridging point over the Castletow
River and was a frontier town on the northern exitiesof the Pale. In 1236, Bertram’s granddaughter,
Rohesia, commissioned Castle Roche to fortify the regind to offer protection from the Irish territory of
Ulster.

In the 17" century, Lord Limerick (later James Hamilton, Firstrlbf Clanbrassil) created the modern
town we know today. He was responsible for the constirucif streets leading to the town centre, and in
addition to the demolition of the old walls and castleshad new roads laid out eastwards of the principal
streets. The most important of these new roads ctethacnewly laid down Market Square, which still
survives, with a linen and cambric factory at its easted) adjacent to what was once a British army cgavalr|
and artillery barracks (now Aiken Military Barracks).

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In the 1§’ century, the town grew in importance and many industrége et up in the local area. Thig
development was helped considerably by the opening of sajvitae expansion of the docks area (or “quay”
and the setting up of a board of commissioners to rutotine. The town’s first rail links were to Dublin in
1849 and Belfast in 1850, placing the town on the main linggmat these two cities. Further railway links
opened to Derry by 1859 and Greenore in 1873.

The patrtition of Ireland in May 1921 turned Dundalk into edbotown and the Dublin—Belfast main
line into an international railway. The Irish Fremt® opened customs and immigration facilities at Dunaalk
check goods and passengers crossing the border by trailtishh@ivil War of 1922-23 saw a number of
confrontations in Dundalk.
